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About Project and Objectives:

- Plane transfer to Spain. This will be additionaly organised with selected participants

Financials

- Food, board and the exchange activities are covered by the EU Programme for education, training,
youth and sport Erasmus+.

- Regarding travel costs, participants pay the travel tickets and after the project there will be
reimbursement. There is a fixed amount to be reimbursed for each country which is for both arrival
and departure. For Macedonia maximum reimbursement per person is 270 Euro.

- Participation fee is 100 Euro per person. This should be payed in Macedonia .
